We welcome families to our 9.30 Sung Eucharist Service.  Children 
are welcome to sit with their parents in church or attend Crèche/
Sunday Club. 
 

Crèche 
All children from the age of one are welcome to attend crèche which 

takes place from 9.20am in the Cunningham Room in the Church Hall. 

 

The children take part in 'free play' which includes books, colouring, 

toys (train sets, cooking sets, bricks etc.).  

 

Parents collect their children from the Church Hall as the choir 

approaches the altar to receive Communion. 

 

Sunday Club 
All children from Nursery (age 4) through to Year 6 are welcome to 
attend Sunday Club which meets in St Nicholas School from 9.30 am.  

Children may be dropped off from 9.20am. 

We run a programme of teaching based on Bible Stories.  The 
children listen to a story and then take part in activities (often a 

craft) based on that story.
